OPTION 1: Two-hour check up event with at least one other CPS Technician at which yeuaseities using
any standardized checklist to provide documentation, if needed. Visitdsatgkming.org
OPTION 2: Provide at least four hours of community education. Examples include predergamegnts, edu-

cators, kids, organizations (PTAs, law enforcement). Theseesentations to non-CPSTs. You
are welcome to combine smaller events for the requirement.

3) Minimum of six hours of CPS technical continuing education units (See below)
CEUs are self-certified and are subject to random auditing.
Remember to print the proof of your CEUs in case of auditing.

4) Reqister and paythe re-certification febefore and within 4 months of your certification expiration date

The Infant Seat and Base Have Different ExpiratiorDates

Could you please give me an explanation on why some infant seats with bases
have separate expiration dates on the base of the seat and on the seat itself?

What should parents do about that?

Expiration dates are based on the date of manufacturer. It is possible that the
infant seat and the base were manufactured on separate dates, yielding dif
ferent expirations. The difference would be most extensive if an "extra

base" was purchased for use in a second vehicle or as a replacement/add-
on. For this reason, expiration AND recall status should be checked for both
the infant seat AND the base. In most cases, the model number and date of
manufacture will match, but not in all.

We, as technicians, must follow the manufacturer expirations. If a parearegiver wants additional
consultation about a specific situation, he or she should contact the manufacturer'scsesunoes
department.
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Do | Need To Be Concerned About The Fold-down Armrst
In The Center Seat?

Nope! For those of you who may have heard not to put a rear-facing childssdety front of a
fold-down armrest, here is how that myth got started. Years ago, one child satetyasiufacturer
(Evenflo) slipped this sentence into the instruction manual for all of their reagfsafety seats: "When
this restraint is used rear-facing, DO NOT place it in a seating positibraviold-down armrest. During
an impact, the movement of the armrest can cause serious injury or death tdayaur Evenflo was
never able to provide even one real-world example where a baby was hurt in a caaske béan arm-
rest. None of the other child safety seat manufacturers ever even thougym ttest was a problem. In
fact, no one in the safety field is even aware of one injury to a rear-faygdoie to the arm rest. Even-
tually, Evenflo removed this statement from all of their seats and now allone #&heir seats to be
placed in front of a fold-down armrest. Remember, the study that found that kids araféB# the
center was from real-world crashes, with real babies riding reamgfacinont of fold-down armrests.
