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Wyoming’s Technician Re-certification  
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There is still some confusion on the re-certification process for Child Passenger Safety Technicians. 
Below are the simple steps on what it takes to re-certify. 

Remember-you are responsible for entering your information on-line to re-certify. 
 

The steps for re-certification are not as complicated as they may seem and we need to all try to complete them to 
maintain our certification. Follow these simple steps below, start early and you will not loose your certification. 

You will need your username and password to be able to enter all your information into your  profile at:      
http://www.safekids.org/certification/. Call 877-366-8154, if you do not have that information.    

 

 1) Five seat checks approved by a certified instructor or proxy. If needing a proxy in your area, contact                    
 stephanie.heitsch@crmcwy.org 

 2) Community education  (Have a certificate of proof in case of auditing)  

OPTION 1: Two-hour check up event with at least one other CPS Technician at which you serve families using 
any standardized checklist to provide documentation, if needed. Visit safekidswyoming.org 

OPTION 2: Provide at least four hours of community education.  Examples include presenting to parents, edu-
cators, kids, organizations (PTAs, law enforcement).  These are presentations to non-CPSTs. You 
are welcome to combine smaller events for the requirement. 

 
 
 

 3) Minimum of six hours of CPS technical continuing education units (See below)                                                               
   CEUs are self-certified and are subject to random auditing.                                                               
   Remember to print the proof of your CEUs in case of auditing. 

 4) Register and pay the re-certification fee before and within 4 months of your certification expiration date

Sunshine Kids and LATCH  

        Sunshine Kids allows lower anchor use for children up to 65-80 lbs. in the Radian 65 SL, Radian 80 
SL, or Radian XTSL with SuperLATCH (below) if the vehicle was made after 9-1-05.  Many technicians 
have asked how they can disregard the limits shown in the SafeRideNews LATCH Manual, which is based 
on recommendations provided by vehicle manufacturers.   

 Sunshine Kids gives the following rationale: 
 

  1) Seats with SuperLATCH pass NCAP testing up to 80 lbs. without a tether, using either 
lower anchors or a vehicle belt. They will provide detailed testing summaries and explanations of perform-
ance on request. 
  2) Vehicles made after 9-1-05 must comply with an increased strength requirement for 
LATCH anchors than what initially went into effect in model year 2003. Some vehicles met the stronger 
requirements from the start, but it is difficult to determine LATCH anchor strength for a particular vehicle. 

 

       These recommendations are being reviewed by manufacturers  and the LATCH Working Group.  
 
                                         
          SuperLATCH Design  
      

 A new, radically redesigned lower connector system,  
called SuperLATCH (SL), is a major improvement to  

 Sunshine Kids’ Radian line  of CRs. The hook itself has  
four pawls (or teeth)  rather than one, as in typical connectors today.
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
