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WYOMING STATEWIDE SEATBELT SURVEY / JUNE 2008

Wyoming, like every other state in the United States, is asked by tten&latighway Traffic Safety Administra-
tion (NHTSA) to conduct a comprehensive seat belt campaign each year.ikFdddlye majority of the states in
the nation, the campaign is known as “Click It or Ticket.” Because Wygimseat belt law is a secondary law, the
state has opted not to use the national campaign slogan; the slodenN@ytseat belt campaign in Wyoming is
“Click It, Don't Risk It.” The campaign consists of a period of education, ameaverage, and enforcement of the
seat belt law. “Click It, Don’t Risk It” is followed by an observationalvey of drivers and passengers wearing
seat belts in passenger vehicles. DLN Consulting, Inc., located in DookiN®, was contracted by WYDOT
to conduct a Field Survey by using a sampling methodology recommended by NHTSA and\afldGollow-
ing the requirements found The Federal Register, 23 CFR Part 13pQblished September 1, 1998. The
methodology was designed to yield a statistically valid estimateedafurrent Seat Belt Use (SBU) rate in the State
of Wyoming. The objective of the study is to determine the Seat Belt Us#) (&& of drivers and front
seat, outboard passengers in the State of Wyoming. Usage rate is 68.6% for June 2008.

Thank you Cathy for contacting me regarding your concerns with the movemeaehehe seat shell and the base of
the Roundabout. This movement is at the connection of the base to theeBeaeahng the pivot point. This move-
ment has always existed in all Britax convertibles and is significke®s in current design that in years past.

If you look at the back of the base where it connects to the seat shelisthanetal shaft that runs horizontal and a
black tree fastener pushed in from each side. There will be minim& 8pae. The second location is underneath —
between the bottom of the seat shell and top surface of the base. There sideegtou will see a “V” shaped, black
tree fastener through the seat shell. There will be a little space am bath sides depending on how the base is sit-
ting in relationship to the seat shell. The movement should be minimalfendiastallation typically does not allow
much movement — but it is very noticeable when the CRS is not installetimiagil certainly share your concern with
the printed material team and will also consider for an FAQ on our welBite again thank you and please do not
hesitate to contact me in the future with any other questions or corckans glad to help!
